One of the unique 

aspects of Holiday 

club is the 

involvement of 

youth members 

from LCC and other 

local churches...  

Towards the end of 

August, just as children 

and their parents are 

beginning to wish  for a 

break from the long 

summer holidays, we run a 

5 day Holiday Club.  

   Some of the children 

who came to Seaside Rock 

(last yearsõ holiday club) 

knew nothing about Jesus 

and it was wonderful to be 

able to tell them all about 

Him.  

    

   Holiday Club is a dy-

namic, fun filled week and 

we use imaginative story-

telling, creative Bible en-

gagement, crafts and 

games to help the children 

get to know God. Each 

child is allocated to a small 

group so that we can spend 

time getting to know them 

and provide relationship -

building opportunities.  

   One of the  unique as-

pects of Holiday club is 

the involvement of youth 

members from LCC and 

other local churches. 

These young people under-

take training before being 

assigned to various roles 

within Holiday club.  
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One of the reasons Elli-

ott and I joined LCC was 

because all of the families 

with young children.  

When we started at-

tending the church, I 

found myself and other 

mothers in the same posi-

tion, and we were only able 

to hang out in the crèche 

room during the Sunday 

service. Parents came to 

church hoping that their 

children would allow them 

to sit through the service, 

and 99% of the time they 

ended up in the crèche.     

The crèche was also begin-

ning to get crowded with 

parents and children since 

more families have begun 

attending LCC. 

 I felt the Lord leading 

me to organize a rotation 

with parents and other vol-

unteers so that the parents 

would be able to regularly 

attend the Sunday service. 

Being a parent myself, I 

know how important it is to 

be encouraged through 

Godõs word and to be in fel-

lowship with other believ-

ers.  

This is what I am hoping 

for by having a crèche rota-

tion: that these parents 

would be able to hear from 

God and be encouraged in 

their walk through the 

Sunday service.  

Concerning our children: 

the volunteers read Bible 

stories and then give the 

children a coloring page 

relating to the story. We 

are also teaching the chil-

dren songs about Jesus 

and His love for them; it is 

never too early to learn 

what is means to make a 

joyful noise to the Lord.
